You have the right to be treated with kindness
and respect, and to feel secure wherever you

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This includes at home, school,
therapy, in the park, and even

online.



what is
harm?

Sometimes, things can happen that make you feel
unsafe or uncomfortable. This can be called harm. 

Harm can take many forms, like:

someone
hurting you
physically,

like hitting or
pushing

someone touching
you in a way that
makes you feel
uncomfortable

someone
yelling at you
or saying mean

things
someone

making you
feel pressured

or scared
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how will
you know?

If you’re unsafe, your body will try to tell you. 
You might notice things like:

crying

sweating

a sudden need to
use the toilet

goosebumps
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butterfiles in
your tummy

feeling sick, like
you might vomit

heart beating fast

wobbly legs

shakey



It’s important to trust your feelings. 

You have the right to be believed when you tell an
adult that you’ve been hurt or that you feel

unsafe.

If you ever experience harm, you should tell
someone you trust. This could be a parent,

teacher, therapist, or another trusted adult. 

what can
you do?
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There’s no secret that
you can’t tell someone!
